On April 4, 2022 a field review of the Drain

Majority of the drain hastreesand sedimentn it. The
drain had decentflow in the downstreanstretchesyut

the flow was muchslower in the upstreamstretches
Therewasalsoa lot of water in the drain partially due

to a recentrain event Thereare many culvertsin the

drain, someof whichmay be setat wrong elevations
potentiallyadding to water backingup inthedrain.
